SADDLE SORING & FOOT SORING
NEW RULING AIMS AT PUTTING FOOT DOWN ON
ABUSERS

fHello All! This is George Casper, your MFTHBA DQP
coordinator. | spent the better part of the past 3 days going
to and from Shelbyville TN and attending a DQP Training
hosted by USDA. There is big news, 1st what we thought
was going to be big turned out to be small by comparison.

The DQP inspection of horses sans saddles is a fact. It
will be an inconvenience to exhibitors, no doubt about that,
but we must follow the rules as amended by the Horse
Protection Committee. It seems Walking Horse exhibitors
had been filmed slipping a bit of burr or similar device
under the horse®& girth or saddle before DQP inspection.
The theory is the burr will distract the horse from any pain
from the DQPs palpation causing the horse to not react as
a sore horse normally would.

If in 2009, a DQP is caught by a USDA official inspecting a
horse with saddle on, the DQP will be issued a letter of
warning and the HIO will be reprimanded. Second offenses
will result in loss of license for the DQP and a fine for the
HIO, as | understand the procedure at this time.

Now to the really big news. There is a big change in the
way the "scar r u lieeto be enforced. To be concise the
rule has changed to" - The horse shall be shown with
the pasterns it was born with.

In the past uniformly thickened skin was allowed, scars
that could be flattened by spreading were allowed, all but
bleeding, inflamed, corrugated scars were allowed within
the posterior guadrant of the pastern.

The enforcement policy of the Horse Protection Act has
been changed under pressure from the Assoc. of
American Equine Practitioners in a White Paper written in
December, 2008, the American Humane Society and a
letter writing campaign from the public and organized
groups

f o it ismg esémation fthat uprta 0% wmwalking horses that

have ever been trained as Padded horses will never again
pass inspection to be allowed into a show ring. That will
render those horses worthless as show horses. This is
quite a blow to the Walking Horse industry.

It is also my estimation that 10% of our Foxtrotting Show
horses may be adversely affected by the change in
enforcement policy. This information was a complete
surprise to most of the HIOs and DQPs in attendance.
Here is an example of the complete flip flop in
enforcement. At the training session in 2008 we were
presented with 13 horses, | would have passed for show 3
of those 13. The VMOs passed 10 of them.

This year we were presented with 12 horses. In my
opinion a much cleaner bunch (less severely scarred) |
would have passed by last year® standards all but 2 of
them. The VMOs only passed 1 of them by this year®
standards.

If a horse has a scar on one pastern which is clearly
caused by accident, it would be allowed. If a horse has a
scar on one pastern and the other is pristinely clean, that is
allowed.

Editor comment: If all the terminology and acronyms
confuses y 0 u, noisurprise. Only those who show in
USA are most familiar with these show inspection rules.
They came into place because of the abuse of Tennessee
Walking Horses in particular for showing purposes, but
also many other gaited breeds are being trained to change
their foot carriage with painful devices or soring. Soring is
the application of a caustic substance or mechanical
devices such as chains on the pastern area. This process
makes the horse pick up their feet in a different way, due
to the pain experienc e d . Often call e
TWH shows, this high stepping or long striding gait is
unnatural and yet rewarded still in the show ring. Sadly in
many cases it seems the price of winning is paid by the
