Hi, I was delighted to see the article about Larry 

Whitesell and Jennifer Bauer in the newsletter. My mare 

Cricket may be the mare from Canada who is mentioned. I 

sent her down to TN and then took myself down for a week 

of lessons in the ring and on trail - it was a fabulous 

experience! Since I discovered their clinics 3 years ago I've 

gone to one north of Toronto ON every year - there are 2, 

5 day clinics coming up in July with Larry and a 2 day plus 

3 day straight equitation clinic with Jennifer on the Aug 1 

weekend. I highly recommend them to anyone wishing to 

improve their horses and their riding. Larry and Jennifer 

continue to attend clinics and take riding lessons 

themselves so I can be sure that there will be new tidbits at 

every clinic (not that I'm past trying to learn the old ones!) 

  

My 1st MFT was a mellow gelding with a flat back that 

either fox trotted or smooth trotted depending on speed 

required. My saddle fit him fine and I rode him with a rope 

hackamore, never having any issues or questions at all. 

When I got my younger mare and gelding I found I was on 

a steep learning curve trying to figure out saddles, gait and 

riding position - I'd never heard of a rack-a-lope until my 

gelding decided it was his preferred gait!  

Larry and Jennifer have been invaluable. If Larry hadn't 

told me that even though my custom saddle seemed like it 

fit well, "Your mare just doesn't like it," I might have 

backyard art instead of a lovely riding mare. Finally I found 

a saddle that she does like and it has made all the 

difference.  

 There is a lot I could say to echo the positive things 

outlined in the article however one thing I can say from 

experience is that the dressage concept of softening 

horses and improving their flexibility by proper riding is 

proven by their methods - doesn't matter if it's for trail, or 

show. 

 I've heard good things about other trainers also like Liz 

Graves and Diane Sept and I'm glad that they are out 

there. The late Lee Ziegler told me that riding gaited 

horses can require more subtlety and knowledge than hard 

trotting horses and, as a relative new comer to MFT's I can 

see that this is true, though that isn't always how gaited 

horses are marketed.  

I'm taking my camera to the clinics in July so hope to have 

some good ones of George and Cricket for the next 

newsletter. Thanks again for a fun and informative read!
